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Senate Bill 895 was pre-filed on Dec. 1; heard by the Missouri Senate Emerging Issues Committee on Feb. 6; given preliminary Missouri Senate approval on March 5; sent to the Missouri House of Representatives on March 7; sent to the executive branch on May 17; and signed into law on July 9.

Senate Bill 895 will take effect on Aug. 28.
Lawmakers are only about one month away from the annual veto session, which will begin on Wednesday, Sept. 11. The only vetoes they could consider during veto session would be individual line items from the appropriations measures.
Also, the Missouri Senate Interim Committee on Driving Down the Cost of Health Care has yet to meet.
