Nat Snd 1	:02	Q: Senate Bill 1359….
Senate Bill 1359 was pre-filed on Dec. 1; heard by the Missouri Senate Insurance and Banking Committee on Feb. 27; given first-round Missouri Senate approval on March 27; sent to the Missouri House of Representatives on April 4; truly agreed to and finally passed on May 8; and signed into law on July 11.
Senator Curtis Trent of Battlefield is the sponsor. He says this new law modifies provisions relating to financial institutions…
	Trent 1		:22	Q: of similar disasters.
He adds his original measure started with one focus…

This new law took effect on Aug. 28…

The bulk of this year’s legislation did not reach the legislative finish line.
Senator Steven Roberts of St. Louis sponsored Senate Bill 792, a proposal that would have established the Revitalizing Missouri Downtowns and Main Streets Act…
	Roberts 1	:17	Q: and reduce crime.
Another of his legislative goals was Senate Bill 884, which he says would have modified provisions relating to facilities of historic significance…
	Roberts 2	:22	Q: our treasured history.
Next up for lawmakers will be the annual veto session, which is scheduled to start on Wednesday, Sept. 11. The only vetoes to come from the governor this year are line items in certain appropriations measures.
