This week in the Missouri Senate, we preview an upcoming new law that has drawn quite a bit of attention this year…
Nat Snd	:02	Q: 49 and 118….
Senate Bill 49 was pre-filed on Dec. 1; heard by the Missouri Senate Education Committee on Feb. 4; given preliminary Missouri Senate approval on Feb. 18; sent to the Missouri House of Representatives two days later; truly agreed to and finally passed on May 14; and signed into law on July 9.
Senate Bill 118 was later combined with Senate Bill 49.
Senator Rusty Black of Chillicothe is the main sponsor. When Missouri senators began discussing Senate Bills 49 & 118 on Feb. 18, he told his colleagues this measure would authorize school districts and charter schools to employ or accept chaplains as volunteers…

During discussion, Sen. Maggie Nurrenbern of Kansas City made a slight change to this proposal…

Senator Karla May of St. Louis also amended this legislation…

Senator Black adds it took several years to craft this upcoming new law…
	Black 2		:20	Q: of the state.
In addition, this new law says a background check could be conducted on any school chaplain prior to such chaplain's commencement of employment or volunteer service. A school district or charter school would not employ or accept as a volunteer any chaplain who is required to be registered as a sex offender under current law.
Senate Bills 49 & 118 will take effect on Aug. 28.
