Senate Bill 152 was pre-filed on Dec. 1; heard by the Missouri Senate Local Government, Elections and Pensions Committee on Feb. 17; given preliminary Missouri Senate approval on March 26; sent to the Missouri House of Representatives the following day; truly agreed to and finally passed on May 15; and signed into law on July 9.
Senator Ben Brown of Washington is the sponsor. On Feb. 17, he told the Missouri Senate Local Government, Elections and Pensions panel this new law creates new provisions relating to foreign spending in state ballot measure elections…
